We have been rewarded the opportunity to attend Flordia Seabase. This trip may be once in a lifetime trip in your Scouting Career.  We will need 2-3 adults for each patrol of 6-8 persons.  Please contact Ken Lynch at 413-883-5434.  This trip is highly recommended for boys currently in grades 7-9.  

Limit: 3 crews, 24 persons, 12-18 boys, 6-9 adults.

Key Adventure:  Troop 359 leadership works to offer high adventure activities as part of your overall scouting program. As a reward for your advancement and active participation, you now have the opportunities for new challenges and are able to practice leadership and new skills as part of a BSA national adventure.  Spend a week on the Florida Keys sailing and swimming in clear ocean waters, snorkeling with tropical fish on the coral reefs, fish for your dinner in the deep water, spend a night camping on a deserted island, and visiting historic Key West.  We are planning a side trip in the upper Keys, the Everglades or Miami on the return leg of the trip.  Plenty of time for fun in the sun too.
Travel: On Saturday, April 16th, 2011, we will meet at the church for an ealry moing flight to Miami or Ft. Lauderdale, and then a charter bus to Seabase on the Florida Keys.  After check-in at Seabase, we will unpack and have a tour of Seabase and swim checks.  On Friday, April 22nd we will depart Seabase and travel to either Miami or Ft. Lauderdale with a side trip and spend a night in a hotel.  We will catch a flight the next morning.
Eligibility and Selection:  For starters, you must be age 14 by September 1, 2011 and a swimmer able to pass the BSA swim test just like the one at Moses.  There is also a required physical (your doctor) with height/weight chart.  Selection to an open position on one of the crews requires that year-round you demostrate scout spirit, are active with the troop and able to work together with others. (Adults will have to meet weight/height and pass swim test.)   If you are eligible, make every effort to attend as it will be the highlight of your scouting career!

Fees: The total fees for this adventure are estimated at $1500 per participant.  Fees cover Seabase expedition, transportation (airfare & Charter), lodging, meals. Two high adventure shirts, two swims shorts, a hat and Seabase preparation activities.  The fee would only need to be adjusted if there is drastic change in transportation cost.  Excess fees will be returned.  Fees will be collected in several payments.  Please pay on or before due date.  You will want to allow for some personal expenses, such as snorkeling gear and a little pocket money (snacks on travel days, souvenirs, and possibly a meal or tour in Key West.)  A packing and equipment list will be issue.
